In the Time of Jesus
Burial  Jewish burials usually took place within a day after the 
person’s death. An important part of the burial custom was the 
preparation of the body. Family members and friends washed 
the body, anointed it with spices, and wrapped it in linen. The 
mourners then carried the body in a procession to the tomb. 
Rock-cut tombs that were sealed with large stones were common 
burial sites. After Jesus died on the cross, his body was placed in 
this type of tomb.
