Q The nature and key concepts of Sacred
Scripture are presented over the course of
BLEST ARE WE FAITH & WORD EDITION Gr.
1-8. In addition to the Scripture stories and
references found in every chapter of BLEST ARE
WE FArTH & WORD EDITION, each grade level

features an age-appropriate presentation of
Sacred Scripture designed to develop biblical
literacy. This special catechetical session enables
children to have a basic understanding of the
Bible that is cultivated through the introductory
lesson and activities.

A special unit, Feast & Seasons, provides
lessons, activities, and prayerful reflections for
teaching the seasons of the liturgical year and
select feast days of the Church at every grade
level of BLEST ARE WE FartH & WORD
EDITION.
