The Sacraments: God'’s Gift of Life
This first unit introduces the
children to the concepts necessary

for understanding sacraments in the
Church.

1. Sacraments of Creation

¢ Appreciate God’s gifts of creation

e Recall that God is the Creator of all
things and that he created human
beings in his own image

e Learn that Jesus Christ is God’s greatest
gift to humanity

through the sacraments

Baptism and Confirmation

Through Baptism and Confirmation
we are welcomed into the Church
and strengthened in our faith.

Incarnation

o Realize that Christians are called to
serve others and exemplify the fruits of

mission of Christ

The Eucharist

In the Eucharist, we celebrate what
we as a community believe.
Through the Eucharist, our faith is
strengthened and the bonds of
community are renewed.

the liturgical year

many children and review the holy
days of obligation

Reconciliation and Anointing
of the Sick

Reconciliation and Anointing of the
Sick are sacraments of healing
which are meant to be celebrated
primarily in community.

Anointing of the Sick heals us

e Realize the importance of being
reconciled to family and friends

* Pray a prayer of blessing for each other

15. Living God’s Commandments

¢ Appreciate the importance of
following rules in society and in
their families

e Learn about forming a healthy
conscience and recognizing the
difference between a mortal sin and a

¢ Understand that sin weakens our
relationship with God but that God is
always willing to forgive us

¢ Develop their conscience by
identifying right and wrong actions
